Goals of the Instruction Program for Faculty of Education Teacher Candidates
· Develop information literacy skills of our teacher candidates/graduate students

· Get to know our students and faculty

· Model the process of teaching/learning in libraries
Procedure  In total 86 sessions with 3, 302 participants were conducted.
· Library orientations and Database instruction in EDUC 310/311, LLED 310 and EDST 314.  Teacher candidates tour the library, use the online catalogue for keyword searching by location; learn about library services (VPN, renewals, reserves, web page), & use education databases (ERIC, Education Index, PsycInfo, Canadian Education Index) & Google Scholar.
· In SSED 320/314 selection of curriculum materials (print and electronic) for social studies.

· In LLED 320 engage with teacher-librarians (14 volunteers) to plan inquiry based units for practica that use multi-modal resources. In LLED 301 examine critical information skills across the curriculum in particular online literacy.

Authorfest  February , 2009  Co-sponsored with Department of Language and Literacy Education and the Vancouver Children’s Literature Roundtable.  All elementary language arts classes hear a panel of BC Authors Robert Bateman, Victoria Miles and Tiffany Stone.  For 2009 the UBC Library has secured funding to provide authors with an honoraria. 

Pre-Practicum Book Fairs   November 2008 and March 2009
ESA volunteers ran book fairs for elementary and secondary teacher candidates. The book fairs offer student teachers an opportunity to purchase materials for their practicum and model the type of book promotion activities that support book ownership and literacy.  Scholastic and BCTF Lesson Aids participated.  As a direct result of book sales $2652.00 was made available to the library to purchase materials.
