What you will have on your PowerPoint presentation:

Page 1 - Name of poet and photo, origin, date of birth (death if applicable), and some interesting tidbits about them.
Page 2 – Theme(s) in the form of a diagram. 

Page 3 – Poetic influences and in point form, why they write on these themes. 
Page 4 – Poetic style/elements of poetry (odes, rhymes, syntax, etc) and poetic devices that aid in presenting these themes (sounds, visual, etc).
Page 5-7 – Brief explanations of the poems that contain these themes and excerpts (several stanzas) from them. 
Page 9 – Choose one poem which you’ve already taken excerpts from and write a few lines on how you responded to the poem.
